Engage in policy advocacy, coordinate or collaborate in policy campaigns with
partner community-based organizations, conduct legal research and provide legal
services to improve access to and preservation of affordable housing opportunities
for low-income residents

matters involving eviction defense and administrative hearing representation
Oversee case referrals and provide support to pro bono attorneys

Conduct community education presentations to clients, partner agencies, and service
